Introduction
MAP = Michigan Activity Pass

A statewide collaborative program between Michigan’s public
libraries and participating partner destinations. Provides Michigan

library cardholders the opportunity to discover and learn more about
participating cultural destinations, parks, campgrounds, and

recreation areas in the state at a discounted rate.

MeL = Michigan Electronic Library
MeLCat = Michigan Electronic Library Catalog

Administered by the Library of Michigan in partnership with
Michigan's libraries. Provides all Michigan residents with free access
to online full-text articles, full-text books, digital images, and other

valuable research information at any time via the Internet; and
provides an easy-to-use interlibrary loan system to allow Michigan
residents to borrow books and other library materials for free from

participating Michigan libraries.

MeLCat Things to Know
You will need a library card in good standing (not expired) from your
home library (township/city you live in), along with your first and last
name, in order to request materials and use databases
Not all materials are always available to request on MeLCat.
Participating libraries decide what is available to loan. For example,
participating universities may not make certain textbooks or larger
books available to ship elsewhere. If an item says “no copies available,”
you should check back at a later date, as all copies may be checked out.
If an item says “not requestable,” it is unlikely that a copy will become
available.
You can only request items one at a time.
Many MeL items cannot be renewed, or can only be renewed once.
The easiest way to track item status is through your library’s website, or
by contacting the library directly.
You can request up to 70 items in MeL at a time! (though we kindly ask
that you don’t do so... unless you bring a reeeeally big bag to the library!)

MeL has over 50 databases to explore, so unfortunately, we cannot show you all of

them in this presentation!
These databases are usually set up in a basic layout, prompting you to search for key

words, then giving you a list of results (articles, pictures, etc. depending on the
database you are using).

Some popular databases are listed below:
AtoZ Databases: Info on businesses, homeowners, healthcare, and jobs
Auto Repair Source: Repair info, service alerts, and recalls for cars
Consumer Health: Supports the health and wellness information needs of patients
Hobbies & Craft Source: Texts about the arts, games, outdoors, etc.
LearningExpress Library: Resume building, practice tests, tutorials, etc.
Legal Source: Legal info for attorneys, paralegals, educators, etc.
Michigan History Magazine
MyHeritage: Family history, genealogy, census records, etc.
NoveList Plus: Book recs, discussion guides, read-a-likes, series information
Small Business Source: Provides resources for starting and operating a business

After selecting the “Get Pass” button, follow the prompts that appear on
your screen and enter your library card number. The next prompt will ask
for your name and contact info. Once you have entered the information,
select the “Reserve” button on the right bottom of the screen.

An
email confirmation will be sent to
you if you provided your email
address, and there is an option to
print your activity pass.
